	Discussion of community gathering on Monday
	· Opportunity for senior team to publicly state support for CMCers of Color and Scripps students
· Amy met with 60 students
· Charlotte met with 100 students
· Students emphasized that meeting cannot be about what progress has been achieved, but rather a forum for community members to voice concerns
· Senior team will announce that they will send out semesterly reports
· Forum should be an interactive and communicative space for students to voice what still needs to be done
· Email should state that forum is a response to last week and a half of demonstrations and student action
· Administration should take responsibility for what needs to be done
· Students emphasized that it is important for senior team to frame actions that have led to the forum
· Questions raised about how SCORE, PCD, PACDI, and other resources can better support students
· Students expressed desire for administration to get to know students on a more personal level
· Issues raised about compartmentalization that occurs in opportunities to engage with cultural competency
· Different people and organizations face unique challenges
· Questions about how senior team has been receiving and processing information
· Students questioned whether the immediate response by DOS was a result of the larger percentage of white students at the protest
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Students recommended on-campus counseling as an alternative to Monsour
· Allocation of more resources to improve student life
· Trustee AdHoc Committee on D&I has invited PACDI members to attend the December 3 meeting
· Outreach to forum will be through emails, social media, posters, faculty announcements
· Faculty will hold a teach in on November 19 at 6 pm
